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Luke 17:5-6 “And the apostles said to the Lord: 
Increase our faith. And the Lord said: if you 
had faith as a grain of mustard seed, you could 
say unto this sycamore tree, be plucked up by 
the root and planted in the sea and it would 
obey you.” 

As we enter into these darkness that is quickly 
descending upon the earth you are going to need 
to be able to walk in a higher level of faith and be 
able to discern and hear the voice of the Spirit.  
One of the best ways we are able to build up 
our inner man is to speak in tongues as 
often as possible.  How would speaking in other 
tongues build up your Spirit man and help you?  
In our previous lesson we shared that when 

the words we speak come from the spirit, they 
can accomplish great things. We also shared that 
when we speak forth these words, we are actually 
tapping into the resources that are in our spirits. 
Whenever we pray in tongues, we allow the 
Spirit to flow out through our spirits words 
that are inspired by the Holy Spirit. 
Whenever you do this, you are tapping into 

the very power of the Almighty. A supernatural 
flow of the Spirit begins to take place.  
However, you have to dig down a bit first 
and sink a pipe in. You have to be able to pray 
in tongues and get into the Word. You must also 
meditate on the Word and think about it. 
Take the promises of the Word of God and 

pass them through the filter of your spirit as 
you speak them again and again out loud as 
often as possible. Every time you speak that 

Word out loud, it goes into your spirit man 
cleansing, edifying and strengthening your spirit 
putting forth power like a dynamo. Take the Word 
and push it back through your spirit again.   
Your spirit is like a battery. As you begin 

to do this, the power of the Holy Spirit will 
begin to charge your spirit. Continue to apply 
this principle until you can taste it, smell it and 
touch it, until it becomes real to you. As you do 
this, your spirit man will begin to be charged; it 
will begin to be energized and built up.  
When you were born again of the Spirit, your 

spirit became one with the Holy Spirit. Our spirit 
has access to all the knowledge of the Holy 
Spirit because they have become one.  That 
is why we are able to receive revelations through 
visions, dreams and very strong impressions or 
feelings.  These all come from our spirit man.   

 

1 Corinthians 2:10 “But God has revealed them 
unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searches all 
things, yea the deep things of God.” 

 

1 Corinthians 6:17 “But he that is joined unto the 
Lord is one spirit.” 
 

The key is to be able to do this is to drill down 
into your spirit and break through that solid rock, 
and tap into the spirit power that will gush forth 
from your spirit. The Greek word is “dunamis” 
and it literally means miraculous, mighty 
working power. It is Father’s free gift to 
anyone who repents, believes in the gospel 
and is baptized in water (Acts 2:38-39).
